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IMAX reported today that worldwide gross box office for the second quarter ended June 30, 2012, is estimated to be
approximately $174.7 million ($78.1 million domestic and $96.6 million international). For the second quarter of 2011,
gross box office was $107.7 million ($59.6 million domestic and $48.1 million international).

This weekend, Sony’s The Amazing Spider-Man: An IMAX 3D Experience opened in 70 international IMAX theatres,
generating $3.2 million in gross box office, approximately $2.2 million of which was captured in the second quarter of
2012.
 
For the first six months of 2012, IMAX DMR gross box office was approximately $296.4 million ($142.4 million
domestic and $154.0 million international), compared to gross box office of $170.0 million ($91.8 million domestic and
$78.2 million international) for the same period last year.

Final gross box office figures will be released when the Company reports its second quarter financial results at the end
of July.
